Widely recognized as the world’s oldest competitive sport, wrestling appeared in a series of Egyptian wall paintings as early as 5,000 years ago. When the ancient Olympic Games began in 776 BC, more than two thousand years later, it included wrestling and in the years that followed, wrestling featured as the main event.

    The sport would return in a similar role when the Olympic Games returned after a 1,500-year absence in 1896. Organizers, seeking direct links to ancient times, found wrestling was very popular across much of the ancient world, from Greece, Assyria and Babylon to India, China and Japan. Greco-Roman wrestling, a style which was believed to be passed down from the Greek and Roman wrestlers of old was brought back into use.

    In Greco-Roman wrestling, the wrestlers used only their arms and upper bodies to attack. They could hold only those same parts of their opponents (对手). It worked nicely from a historical attitude, but another cheerful and relaxing style was sweeping across Great Britain and the United States by then. Known as “catch as catch can”, it had become popular at fairs and festivals in both countries.

    In 1904, the Olympic Games added the second wrestling event and called it “freestyle”. Now, wrestlers could use their legs for pushing, lifting and tripping, and they could hold opponents above or below the waist.

二、基本用法
    一般将来时的被动语态在各种句式中的用法如下：

    1. 肯定式：shall／will + be + 过去分词

    The stadium will be finished soon. 体育馆很快就会竣工。

    2. 否定式：won’t／shan’t + be + 过去分词

    He will not be punished for it. 他将不会为此受到惩罚。

    3. 疑问式：will／shall + 主语 + 过去分词

    Will the house be painted again next month? 下个月这所房子将重刷吗?

三、一般将来时的其他常见的被动语态形式

    1. be to be done

    (1) 表示按计划或安排将要发生的被动动作。

四、应注意的几个问题

    3. 主动句谓语动词带有复合宾语时，应将宾语变成被动句的主语，而将宾语补足语保留不动(这时的宾补成为主补)。但如果主动句的宾补是不带to的不定式，在变成被动句时，则需加上to。

    I saw her cross the street just now. 我看到她刚才过街道了。

    →She was seen to cross the street just now. 

    4. 被动语态与“系动词 + 表语”的区别：

    被动语态表示动作，句子的主语是动作的对象；“系动词 + 表语”表示状态，过去分词相当于形容词。

    The car was locked by Jack.  (被动语态) 车被杰克锁上了。

    The car is locked now.  (系动词 + 表语) 车是锁着的。
